Exact amount of millage will be determined at the Board
meeting next week and then will be presented to the school board for approval on July 22.
Once that is done, they will ask for volunteers to help plan fundraising, letters to the editor,
canvassing, working event information tables, etc. If information is available by our August
program meeting, we can have available.

The Levy Committee will need to fund their campaign (signage, advertising, mailing, etc). The
Friends unanimously agreed to make the maximum donation to the PAC allowable under our
non-profit status.

Although he has vetoed the item, the legislature
does have the power to override his veto. He encouraged all to contact their representative to
support the veto.
